The Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre, established in 1965 is entrusted under the
Anglican Episcopal Church. For Almost 50 years now, the JPBC implementsriong
community based programs, providing physical rehabilitation and inclusive education to
children with disabilities. JPBC is a member of the East Jerusalem Hospital Network and
acts as a resource for capacity building and dissemination of knowledge and best practices
to partner organizations. JPBC currently employs 130 staff, and is actively engaged with
multiple local and international partners, including building the capacity of the intermediate
rehabilitation centres and university students in Palestine.

The Rehabilitation Program

The Rehabilitation Program is made up of five components: Child Rehabilitation Centre
the Outreach Program, the Mother Empowerment Program, Clinical Training Program and
Adult Physiotherapy Clinic.

1.1 Child Rehabilitation Centre:

The program serves children{Ib) with all kinds of disabilities with the focus on children
with cerebral palsy, neuromuscular diseases, pediatric limb deficiencies, congenital malfc
mations, posimusculoskeletal traumas, neurodevelopmental disorders and communicative
disorders such as Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) and Attention Deficit Hyperactivity
Disorder (ADHD).

These children receive treatment at our Child Rehabilitation Ceriti@ consists of the
following units: Physiotherapy, Hydrotherapy, Speech and Language Therapy, Occupationz:
Therapy, Sensory Therapy and Play activities.




Rehabilitation is provided into two services:

Comprehensive Rehabilitation Service (Inpatient service):  This service is for

the children from West Bank and the Gaza Strip. Under this service, the child is admit-
ted for a cycle of 2 to 3 weeks of continuous intensive therapy with the presence of the
mother. Children usually are in need of more than one cycle of rehabilitation over few
years in order to ensure that the children reach the maximum level of independence.
Daycare service (Outpatient service): This service is designed for the children

with disabilities from the Jerusalem area and the children attending the Princess Basma
Inclusive School.They receive services on a regular weekly basis.

In 2013, 297 children with disabilities (176 boys and 121 girls) were referred to the
comprehensive rehabilitation program through the Palestinian Ministry of Health, the
United Nations Relief and Works Agency and Palestinian Military Health Services. An
additional 151 children
with disabilities were as-
sessed at Princess Basn
Centre Clinic.

1.2 The Outreach Program

An important component of Child Rehabilitation is the Outreach Program, where a multidiscipli-
nary from team Princess Basma Centre conducts weekly visits to partner rehabilitation centres in
the West Bank Governorates of Ramallah, Nablus, Qalgiliah, Jenin, Hebron, and Jericho, in addi-

tion to Jerusalem.

1.3. Mother Empowerment

The rehabilitation program is accompanied by a specialized program to ensure the empower:
ment of mothers and the family. A partnership is created with the mother and the family

through the rehabilitation process of the child to ensure that the family and mother are also

participating in the rehabilitation process of their child.

In 2013, 297 mothers of children with disabilities participated in the Mother Empowerment Pro-
gram. In 2014, 347 mothers of children with disabilities participated in the Mother Empower-
ment Program.

1.4 Clinical Training Program: In partnership with a number of national Palestinian univer-
sities, the Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre provides a clinical training program for universi
students in the fields of physiotherapy, speech therapy, occupational therapy and social work.

In 2014, 75 students from the Palestinian Universities were enrolled in the clinical training pro-
gram.



1.5 Adult Physiotherapy Clinic

The Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre also provides physiotherapy & hydrotherapy services
for adult patients in its Adult Physiotherapy Clinic. The unit receives patients mostly from the
Jerusalem area who are diagnosed with orthopedic and neurological disorders. The service is
provided by a welfualified and experienced physiotherapy team through a diversity of elec-
trotherapy modalities, manipulation, manual massage, rehabilitative exercises and customized
water exercises (hydrotherapy); to help patients regain their health by restoring functions, im-
proving activity and prevention of relapse.

In 2013, 804 adults received physiotherapy and hydrotherapy at the Centre. In 2014, 902
adults received physiotherapy and hydrotherapy at the Centre, of which 508 of them females
and 394 of them males.

was treated daily for 3 weeks with his mother by his side. She was coached by and learning from h
therapists. After the second visit, Adam started showing improvement. By the fourth visit, Lina felt
more confident about helping Adam at home with what she had learned during his rehabilitation pro-
cess among family members and in his environ

The Inclusive Education Program

The Princess Basma Inclusive school was established in 1987. dit aragiding children with
disabilities the opportunity to inclusiveducation. The School is based in Jerusalem serves
around 500 students from the area; of which 30% are children with various disabilities. The
Inclusive school is an innovative model for inclusive education from kindergarten up to 12th
grade. Children with disabilities study sibgside with children without disabilities and the
school also includes special classes for children with learning difficulties, children with ADHD,
children with ASD and children with hearing disabilities. The school seeks to mold new gener-
ations that are accepting and do not discriminate disability, while promoting and defending the

rights of children with disabilities to have access to education and rehabilitation so that they
enjoy equal opportunities, and become active members of their societies.

The Vocational Training Program

The Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre operates the Sheltered Workshop. The workshop
serves adult persons with physical, mental, and cognitive disabilities from the Jerusalem area
and its surroundings, and provides them with vocational training in a safe environment.

The aim of this program is to provide avenues for capacity building and job creations for peo-
ple with disabilities and help them to gradually become more independent and integrated in
their communities.

The vocational training program is done according to the capacities of the trainees, while they
learn new work skills . The products of the workshop are promoted and sold through partici-
pating in local exhibitions, while the revenues of the workshop products go to compliment
the cost of the rehabilitation of children with disabilities at the Centre.

In the years 2013 and 2014, the workshop embraced 22 adults with disabilities. It also partici-
pated in 6 local exhibitions throughout the year.

As a result, the family brought Abdallah back to Princess Basma Inclusive School, the only school
East Jerusalem that provides inclusive education for seventh graders. There he received a customiz
educational program as well as rehabilitati o
him social and psychological support.

Abdallah loved the school, despite being sensitive about his situation. He developed a better ac
ceptance of his disability through his teachers, classmates, and his sister Lubna, who attends some
the classes with him to help him take notes. The unified support of his family, the school team ant
his classmates has made Abdallah much more hopeful about the future. He wants to attend collec
do a degree in traditional Chinese medicine.
