Since 50 years, The Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre continues to |
rehabilitation services for children with disabilities who come to our C
tre from all over the West Bank, Gaza and Jerusalem. Those childre
ceive the necessary therapies that they are in need of in order to
healthy and independent lives. The Princess Basma Centre is one of
four national rehabilitation centers in Palestine and our center is the

specialized in terms of providing rehabilitation services to children.

The Jerusalem Princess Basma Centre has through the many decac
years paid attention to the evolving and changing needs of children and
people with disabilities and has responded to those new needs through the continuous up-
grading of capacities of staff, infrastructure and equipment and provision of new rehabilita-

For Almost 50 years now, thdPBC implements longerm community based
programs, providing physical rehabilitation and inclusive education to children
with disabilitiesJPBC is a member of the East Jerusalem Hospital Network
and acts as a resource for capacity building and dissemination of knowledge
and best practices to partner organizations. JPBC currently employs 130 staff
and is actively engaged with multiple local and international partners, including
building the capacity of the intermediate rehabilitation centres and university
students in Palestine.

National Rehabilitation Centre to receive the certification from the Joint Commission
International (JCI). The accreditation certifies that Princess Basma Centre provides a
high quality standard of service provision to its patients receiving rehabilitation ser-

vices.

In our Rehabilitation Centre, we provide rehabilitation therapies to more than 650
children annually and more than 1000 adults from Gaza,West Bank and Jerusalem.
